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Review of 2010/11 

The 2010/11 season has been one of consolidation for the club following the capital 
expenditure of the previous year’s upgrading of the clubhouse and the tennis courts. This 
year the squash courts have been redecorated and the first phase of the new security 
process was started with the installation of a CCTV system to assist with security issues. 

 

Facilities Update  

We thank all our members for their patience, in respect to the occasional disruptions that 
have occurred due to our on-going improvement work, and the delay to our new lock system.  
 
Deciding on the most cost effective and appropriate form of security is not an easy process 
and the first steps were taken in the form of CCTV system. Unfortunately we still have had 
some problems over the past year, sadly with both junior members of the club, and non-
paying former members still using the facilities! 
 

A sub-committee is continuing to find a suitable replacement / upgrade to clubhouse security 
by moving away from the old key system to recorded fob / key entry.  

This work is scheduled for completion Sunday 1st May 2011; thereafter the current keys will 
no longer allow entry to the grounds and clubhouse. New club shoe tags will be posted out 
to members when fees have been paid. New keys and tokens will be distributed when they 
are available. So it would be helpful if fees could be paid promptly to allow us a smooth 
transition over to the new system.  

A £10 deposit will be required for the new security key (gates) and electronic token 
(clubhouse); this deposit will be fully refundable on return of both items. 

Shoe Tags - With the new security system & CCTV being introduced, all members are asked 
to have either their tennis (green 2011) or squash (orange 2011) shoe tags with them at all 
time!

Wimbledon 

The LTA gave the Club 14 double tickets for Wimbledon, which were allocated by ballot. 
Similar to last year the LTA will allocate tickets to individual member clubs based upon the 
number of club members who were British Tennis members as at November 2010. Under 
the LTA rules for the allocation of tickets through member clubs only those club members 
who are also British Tennis members are permitted to participate in an individual club’s ballot 
for tickets. It is proposed to hold the club’s ballot for tickets on Sunday 1st May 2011. Any 
member of the club who is not presently a British Tennis member may still enter the Dean 
ballot if they have become a British Tennis member by Monday 18thth April 2011. British 
Tennis membership is presently free and is available from www.lta.org.uk/membership or by 
telephoning 0845 873 7202. It will be assumed that any club member who is presently a 
member of British Tennis will wish to participate in the club ballot for tickets unless they 
indicate to the contrary on the attached form which should be returned with payment of their 
subscription. It should also be noted that only those club members (who are members of 
British Tennis) and who have paid their annual subscription by 18th April 2011 will be eligible 
for the club ballot.   

Please also note that increasingly the club is being asked by the LTA and British Tennis to 
provide details of its club membership. That may include providing those organisations with 
e-mail addresses. If any member does not wish details held by the club to be passed on to 
the LTA, British Tennis or any other organisation then again they should indicate as such on 
the form attached with this year’s subscription.   

Junior tennis  

Mike Robson continued as Junior Coach. A programme of coaching was organised by 
Michael Robson on Saturday mornings; it included our younger members (5-8 years) whose 
parents were members of the club, and this proved to be extremely successful. Additionally, 
coaching weeks were held during the Easter and Summer holidays and were well attended.
